p. 1  Assignment Overview 



ETIPS cases provide a realistic school context in which you practice applying your understanding of a theory or principle. A case introduction orients you to the context and presents the challenge to which you make three short responses. The PlanMap asks you to use your prior knowledge to describe categorically how you frame a situation such as the one presented in the case introduction.  After you strategically explore the school’s website to gather information and then use it to compose your responses, you use PlanMap again to think about your thinking. 
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Prepare for the assignment

(1) Click on an assignment name in left-hand column; its cases and their details will show in the main screen area. 

(2 & 3) Access any handouts your instructor has assigned for your class. 

(4) Review the rubric that will be used to score the answers you will submit. You may want to print the rubric for reference when composing your responses. 

(5) When you are ready, click on the “Start Case” link that appears under the case you wish to work on.

Start the case

(1) Read the case introduction, noting the challenge you face in this case and the school context in which you are to imagine yourself.  

(2) Note the three responses you will be expected to make in response to this challenge. You may want to print this screen for reference as you complete the case.

(3) Click the link at the bottom of the case introduction to continue. NOTE: You are able to access case introduction using the “breadcrumbs” that appear in the menu bar above the top of the school’s website.

(3) Considering the case introduction and using your prior knowledge of the case topic, click on the menu items you think will be important in helping you formulate your responses to the case challenge; your plan will be indicated with green check marks. You are NOT limited to visiting only case items “checked” in your plan -- this planning step is designed to focus your search, as there is more case information available to you than is relevant to the case or is efficient for you to review for this assignment. Your search plan can be accessed at any time during the case.

(4) Click on “Continue” to begin your search of the school’s website.

Search the Case 

Examine the school web pages to find the information you need to respond to the case challenge. After you have visited a menu item or an aside, take notes or record any ideas you have, for example: 

· There are 35 students in the class I am teaching; five of whom are LD students and seven are ESL students. 

· There is one computer lab in the school that teachers must sign-up for in order to use. 

Navigate Among the Case, Rubric, Case Introduction, PlanMap, and Handouts

The “breadcrumbs” links that appear across the top right-hand side of the school website allow you to navigate back and forth between the case introduction, the description of the assignment, and the school website. The tabs on the upper left-hand side of the screen allow you at anytime during the case to submit your responses to the challenge and to view your PlanMap. 

Submit Answer

(1) Click “Submit Answer” when you feel you have enough information to respond to the challenge posed in the case introduction. 
2) Enter your responses into the three text boxes that appear on the page. Use the rubric to guide you in composing your responses. Remember that this case is a decision-making exercise; therefore, there are many possible ways to respond to the challenge – there is no “right” answer. 
(3) After responding to the three parts of the challenge, click on the appropriate button at the bottom of the screen to select one of these options: 
· Obtain feedback on the responses you gave by an automated scorer (eTIP 2 only);

· Return to the school’s website to look for additional information; or 

· Submit your responses as your final answer for your instructor to view. 

Performance Feedback

After submitting your responses, you can get feedback on your performance in four different ways: a PlanMap, automated essay scores, instructor essay scores, and PlanMap.  

(1) To see your feedback on a case, click on the “My Feedback” tab at the top of the screen.  

(2) Next, click on an assignment link at left. You will then see the cases in that assignment listed on this screen. Scroll down to each case to view your feedback on it.

(3) View your instructor’s scores and feedback on your repsonses. 

(4) Access your PlanMap. Note the questions along its top that ask you to process what your PlanMap shows.

Reflect with your Classmates

After you have completed a case or an assignment, take time to reflect on and share your experiences with your classmates. Consider discussing the items listed below:

· Compare your responses: What were your proposed recommendations to the challenge? What other solutions were developed in response to the challenge? How did rationales differ?

· Compare your PlanMaps: What topics did others explore on the website? Was there any information that people were unable to find? Did there seem to be any missing information?

· Compare your essay scores: How do your scores differ? What do you think accounts for these differences?

· Evaluate your own responses using the scoring rubric: When you assess your answers using the rubric, how did you do? Does your PlanMap map provide any information that is helpful in understanding your scores? What observations do you have?
